Northeast National Park

The Northeast National Park covers an area of 972,000km2. 
There are no settlements in this area, only military, research and 

meteorological stations, which means that only less than 
40 people inhabit parts of this large area during the year.

 To visit the world’s largest National Park with unspoiled, pristine 
wilderness and unique Arctic wildlife you need to require a permit.

Greenland Ice Sheet

Roughly 80% of the island of Greenland 
is covered by the ice sheet and the area 

surrounding Ittoqqortoormiit is the biggest 
ice-free part of Greenland.

It is 3km at its thickest point and contains 
about 3 million cubic kilometers of ice.
